Families with a child diagnosed with
diseases such as cancer, kidney disease,
lupus, diabetes, solid organ transplants,
and other life threatening illnesses
attend one of the weeklong camps. The
Camps focus is on alleviating the strain
that a life threatening illness takes not
only on the sick child but also on other
family members. Families have an
opportunity to rebuild their relationships
together and meet other families facing
similar challenges.

Is photo use technically cor-
rect?

Writing (10): Is the writing clear and
concise? Are conventions of English
grammar and spelling observed?

Logo use (5): Are Kiwanis
International, New England District,
and/or Governor Dick's logos used? Is
logo use in accordance with standards
set forth in the Graphics Standards
Manual?

Club info (10) Does the newsletter pro-
vide complete information on the club
and its meetings (date, place and time)?

Project info (5) Does the newsletter
provide information about club projects?

District-division news (5): Does the
newsletter relate information about the
New England District or the Division
(conventions, caucuses, Foundation) to
club members?

International news (1) Does the
newsletter relate information about
Kiwanis International (conventions,
Foundation, etc.) to members?

Service leadership news (1) Does the
newsletter convey information about
sponsored organizations (K-Kids,
Builders Club, Key Club, Circle K, Aktion
Club) to members?

Education (1) Does the newsletter con-
vey Kiwanis educational material to
members? (History, structure, traditions
- this will be very broadly interpreted).

New members (1) Does the newsletter
provide information on new members
who have joined the club?

Member achievement (1) Does the

newsletter relate information on mem-
bers' achievements?
Motto (1) Does the newsletter carry the
Kiwanis International motto? ("Serving
the Children of the World.") 

Key Message (1) Does the newsletter
carry the Kiwanis International key mes-
sage? ("Kiwanis is a global organization
of member-volunteers working to change
the world, one child and one community
at a time.")
